Nancy
will share tips for making stunning scrap quilts and expanding
your thoughts about making scrap quilts. After the lecture, the
audience is encouraged to examine the quilts close-up.

Nancy has
designed seven 1930s reproduction fabric lines and authored ten
books; including three books of 30s quilt patterns. After the lecture,
the audience is encouraged to examine the quilts close-up and chat
with her about the quilt designs.
